                       Faith and Love  

 Paul preaches his Ministry of Reconciliation in 2 Corinthians 5 v 16-21. He tells 

how Christ died for everyone and that if anyone is in Christ he is a new creation. 

As Christians we should have love and compassion for others and be compelled 

to speak of God’s love for them. We should be ambassadors for Christ, that 

through us, people can be reconciled to God.  

In Mark 4 v 35-41 the story is about Jesus and his disciples in the boat and 

when a huge storm blew up, Jesus commanded the wind and waves to be still. He 

had been asleep in the stern sleeping on a cushion, until the terrified disciples 

woke Him, fearing they would drown. Jesus said to them, “Why are you afraid? 

Have you still no faith?”  

Is this us? Are we holding back the changes? Don’t be afraid to change! Don’t 

wait until there is no choice! Trust Him and hang on to get to the other side.  

There are many boats. Primley is a boat, but often the boat isn’t the problem, 

it’s the people in it.  If we pull together, we stay afloat and live. However, if we 

drown, we don’t get to the other side and we cannot proclaim the good news. 

Therefore the poor stay poor, the rich get richer and injustice and poverty 

continue to thrive. Let us remember Paul’s words to the Romans - “May the God 

who gives you endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of unity among 

yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus, so that with one heart and mouth you may 

glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ”.
